Frequently Asked Questions 

What is Focused Strategies?  Focused Strategies is our program that eliminates areas of 

academic weakness identified by parents.  Instructors and volunteers will work with study aids 

on premises to strengthen the child’s understanding and comprehension in those areas. 

What Does REEC provide each child?  Remnant Excel Education Center will provide an 

afterschool snack, beverage, and transportation if necessary. 

Who volunteers to teach the courses?  Instructors at the center are made up of employees, 

high school volunteers, and community business leaders and professionals.  Everyone who 

works with the children are subject to criminal background checks to ensure your children’s 

safety. 

What happens on full days?  Field trips or special activities will be planned occasionally.  

Parents will be notified.
